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* Zionist security sources said that thousands of soldiers and elements from the security and
intelligence forces take part in the largest manhunt campaign targeting the Palestinian fighter
Yehya Ayyash (28 years), who is considered to be the coordinator of suicide operations and the
mastermind of the explosion of the booby-trapped vehicles which activists from the (Hamas)
movement carried out against various Zionist targets. Yediot Ahronot magazine quoted high
level Zionist security sources who said that the manhunt of "The Engineer", the title Ayyash is
known for, is ongoing. He and added that, "It is true that he is very capable of eluding capture
and remaining in hiding, but arresting him is just a matter of time", noting that Ayyash lives
under a fake name. The security source added that thousands of security forces' elements
including the general intelligence organization "The Shabak", a special intelligence unit and
select units from the occupation army, the border guards and Zionist police are taking part in the
wide-scale manhunt of the Palestinian fugitive, Ayyash who is "The No. 1 wanted" from the
members of Tzz Eddin Al-Qassam' Brigades, (Hamas') military arm. The newspaper added that
the Zionist security forces have been exerting intense and relentless efforts day and night for
months in order to capture "The Engineer" who disappeared around two years ago. He
disappeared since then as if the earth opened and swallowed him. The newspaper quoted a
security source who said that: "Ayyash proves a very high ability to survive. It has been proven
that he is intelligent and a clever evader, and it seems that he is keen to change his h1d1ng place
quite regularly which makes finding him extremely difficult".

* The Palestinian police arrested 4 activists from the (Hamas) Movementin the city of Jabalia
after raiding their houses after midnight on Monday/Tuesday. A Palestinian source said that the
young men are: Diyab Nabhan, Mansur Jabir, Salah 'Asaliyyah and Sa'd Abu Khalifah. Itis to
be noted that the police forces tried to arrest Abu Khalifah without allowing him to change his
clothes which led to an argument between his brother and the police officers that ended with
permitting him to change his clothes. Diyab Nabhan's family advised that their son is held at the
police general headquarters in Gaza without providing any reasons.

* The International Center against Censorship expressed "grave concern" because a unit from the
Zionist police raided the office of "Quds Press" in Jerusalem the day before yesterday. In a letter
sent to the prime minister of the Zionist entity, Rabin, regarding the incident, the center said,
"We were informed that the officer in charge of the operation confirmed that he acted upon a
court order, but the document that "Quds Press" viewed was not signed and it failed to identify
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the reasons for the search or showed the name of "Quds Press.” The Center said in its letter that,
"The staff at the Center were forced to register their names and their personal identities, a matter
which shows that they were treated in a way that is contrary to the respect to the principles of
press as stated in "article 19" of the International Charter for Civil and Political Rights which
(Israel) ratified in October 1991".

* Zionist sources said that the prime minister of the Zionist entity, Yitzhak Rabin, will meet with
Yasir Arafat tomorrow (Thursday) afternoon at the Erez check point, north of Gaza Strip, to try

reach a preliminary agreement about the redeployment of the occupation armed forces in the
occupied West Bank.

* Palestinian Police said that a Palestinian detainee called Salman Salim J alayta, (45 years), died
today while under interrogation on the hands of the Palestinian Preventive Security System in the
city of Jericho. According to the same sources, J alayta, a resident of Jericho, was arrested last
Monday. The High Commission for defending Palestinian Citizen's Rights announced that it
started an investigation on the circumstances of detainee Jalayta's death. The Commission noted
that this death incident is the second of its kind in the Palestinian peace territories since the
Authority took responsibility in Gaza Strip and Jericho. A Palestinian who was suspected of
spying for the occupation authorities had died during his detention in Gaza Strip. - ‘
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
