®  Israeli sources said that the campaign aiming at capturing Yehya Ayyash, one of
the activists of the Al-Qassam Brigades, (Hamas)'s military wing, whio is
considered by the occupation authorities "the engineer of the bombing operations”
in the Movement, was expanded last night to reach inside the Green Line. Enemy
newspapers reported that the occupation army forces and intelligence units have
intensified their efforts to capture Ayyash. For it purpose, it setup search
barricades along the way to "Wadi ‘Arah" in the tnangle area inside the Green
Line, indicating that members of the police wearing bullet-proof vests have
amassed last night at a large number of search barricades that were set up for this .
purpose. It added that the "Shabak" Services and the army are working deligently
in the West Bank area in an attempt to reach a number of the armed cells affiliated
with "Izz al-Din al-Qassam" Brigades which are still operating in the Bank, and
each one of these cell includes about ten members. An Israeli observer said that
Ayyash has turned into a fearsome legendary ghost for the Israclis following the
Tel-Aviv operation in which 23 people were killed and about an additional 50
people were injured. Observers pointed out that rumors about Ayyash started to
spread in (Israel) including one that he disguises himself as an Israeli rabbi who
lives inside (Isracl) and participates in giving religious sermons and lectures
urging the Jews to hold on to their religion. They believe that Ayyash is not the
sole expert in making explosives within the (Hamas) Movement, but that it is
most likely that he trained others within the Movement in case he was arrested or
killed. :

. Representatives of the ruling Israeli Labor Party said that a special legislation will
be presented to the Knesset stating that activists of the (Hamas) Movement should
be treated as Nazi criminals and their collaborators. Yoram Las, the Knesset
member from the Labor Party is slated to present the legislation. Las justifies his
legislation on the basis that "(Hamas) carries out horrible operations against the
Jews based on an extremist ideological platform". Las says: "(Hamas) Movement
must be seen with the same judicial standard as Nazi criminals”. Through this
proposed law, Las is attempting to sing into law an article stating that "Members
of the (Hamas) Movement will be cons{EIEIMME WHS commit crimes against
the Jewish people”.
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. Israeli source said that a Zionist settler who is a resident of the "Neve Dekalim"
settlement in the Gaza Strip was seriously wounded when young Palestinian men
threw stones at him on the road leading to Ghosh Qatif settlements. Sources said
that the settler called "Ilyahu Past" was transferred to Surka Hospital in the city of
Be'er Sheba for treatment; his condition was described as extremely critical due to
being injured in the head and chest from the stones and he has been in a state of
comma since arriving at the hospital last night.

. Israeli sources reported that Israeli tourists will be able to go visit Jordan starting
in the middle of next (November) by means of special entry visas. Sources
indicated that starting with the aforementioned date, 550 Israeli tourists will be
permitted to enter Jordan every day. This is accordmg to agreements reached
between the Jordanian and Israeli sides. :

. Palestinian Security circles prohlblted all hospitals in the self-rule territory,
including those under the United Nations Relief and Works Agency, "UNRWA",
from treating any wounded Palestinian without informing the Security offices in
the Palestinian Authority. A letter sent by the Director of the Palestinian Public
Security, Colonel Nasr Yousif, to all directors of Palestinian health and hospitals
stated that "All private and government hospitals are required to immediately
notify and to provide full information about any wounded person who is admitted
to them, whether his wounds are caused by a traffic accident or gunfire. Also,
doctors are prohibited to treat any similar cases to the aforementioned in their
clinics or homes without notifying the concerned security circles. This is done to
preserve public security". Dr. Khamis al-Najjar, director general of health in the
Palestinian Authority wrote a remark on the military order saying, "For
information and concerned people are to be notified of the above and adhere to it.
Doctors currently in service and those to be hired in the future are to be notified of
that to adhere to that as well".
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
