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* Sheik Ahrnad Bahr, one of (Harnas) Movement leaders in Gaza Strip, confirmed in a mass festival 
attended by thousands of (Harnas) supporters in the Strip on the seventh anniversary of launching the 
Movement that (Harnas) was established "by a decision from the Islamic leadership and Sheik Ahrnad 
Yasin, and that it came to fulfill the desire of the Palestinian masses to ignite the fire of revolution 
against the occupier on 12/8/1987". Bahr added that (Hamas) "is not directed against any of the children 
of the Palestinian people, and it did not come as a substitute for anyone". Bahr criticized "the spread of 
chaos, the infiltrators, and administrative corruption which the Palestinian Authority suffers from", 
calling upon it to restore things back to their proper order and to work on releasing Sheik Ahmad Yasin 
and Dr. 'Abd-al-'Aziz al-Rantisi and the detainees in the occupation prisons. Bahr described (Hamas) as 
a dragon with 700 thousand heads, "if a martyr falls, 100 thousand other will grow in its place", in a 
reference by him to a oornment by one of the Zionist analysts who said that (Hamas) "is like a dragon 
with seven heads; if you cut one head, another will grow in its place". 

* Zionist press sources revealed that a "secretive" government plan yesterday that aims at strengthening 
the Zionist control on the south-east part of the occupied old Arab city of Jerusalem. Those sources 
mentioned that this plan is called "The King's Valley" and is divided into many stages including the 
implementation of a number of new projects where the first stage will be finish in 1996 on the occasion 
of what is described as the three thousandth anniversary of the building of Jerusalem. Zionist weekly 
newspaper Kol Ha'ir mentioned in a report that in the frame of this plan the old map for the south-east 
area of the old city walls will be redrawn and enhanced so that it turns into an area that would look like 
an open museum, which will undermine much of its Arabic features. 

* Zionist Judiciary intends to reach a decision soon whether it will present to trial Muslim worshipers 
who killed the murderer Baruch Goldstein, who committed the massacre of al-Ibrahimi Mosque in the 
city of Hebron. Zionist sources said the Zionist Attorney General finished preparing the special 
investigation file on the circumstances of the killing of Goldstein, and mentioned that the investigation 
revealed that Goldstein was killed by Muslim worshipers after stripping him of his weapons at a time 
when he did not pause any danger to the lives of the worshipers according to what was mentioned in the 
police investigation file. The mass-murderer's wife had filed a complaint with the Zionist police asking 
that the Muslim worshipers who killed her husband be presented to trail. Ha'aretz newspaper said that the 
investigation file and the police recommendations in the complaint file will soon be referred to the 
Attorney General to decide if it is possible to bring the worshipers who killed Goldstein to trial. 
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
